National Certification in Orientation and Mobility (O&M) by the Academy for Certification of Vision Rehabilitation and Education Professionals (ACVREP) requires completion of an O&M program of study approved by the Association for Education and Rehabilitation of the Blind and Visually Impaired (AER). Successful passage of the National O&M Certification Examination also is required. Texas Tech University offers all of the courses below, which are required for national O&M certification.
